2. Be an ambassador for the game at community level
3. Act and work for the best interest of the game without bringing it into disrepute
4. Display and promote respect for referees, coaches, administrators, parents, spectators, and players

Length and breadth of service is taken into consideration.

Same as the Volunteer of the Year

Young Volunteer of the Year

Selection Criteria
Same as the Volunteer of the Year but must be under the age of 21








Country Volunteer of the Year

Selection Criteria
The nominees for the award must display the following:
1. Embraces and lives the values of BWA 
2. Be an ambassador for the game from a country Association
3. Act and work for the best interest to grow the game in the country regions
4. Display and promote respect for referees, coaches, administrators, parents, spectators, and 
players

Length and breadth of service is taken into consideration.
