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Player Selection Policy

Player Eligibility
Players that wish to represent the <Insert Association Name> at WA Basketball League Level (including State Championships), must comply with the following to be eligible for selection: 
Existing <Insert Association Name> Basketball Association athletes must: 
a) Be registered playing members of <Insert Association Name> Basketball Association’s domestic competition (summer AND winter season. They must be registered members by the next available season, which for State Championships is the summer season.
b) Have registered for selection trials in <add month> (State Championships) or <add month> (WABL) of the calendar year, with appropriate fees paid on completion of the online form. Note: Exemptions from trialling, or an alternate date of trial, may be granted at the discretion of the <Insert Association Name>. 
c) Be up to date with all financial obligations with the <Insert Association Name> Basketball Association. This includes camps, development programs, merchandise, WABL and domestic fees. Athletes that already have a financial arrangement with the association and are meeting their obligations, will be eligible for selection. 
Prospective junior STATE CHAMPIONSHIP players must (non-current member athletes): 
a) Have registered for selection trials in October (State Championships) of the calendar year, with appropriate fees paid on completion of the online form. Note: Exemptions from trialling, or an alternate date of trial, may be granted at the discretion of the <Insert Association Name>.
b) Submit a clearance with the club they are leaving within two weeks of being announced in a <Insert Association Name> squad or team. The <Insert Association Name> GM/CEO/President must be cc’d on the email when submitting a clearance to the former club. 
c) Be playing inside <Insert Association Name> summer domestic competition. If they are notified by each club this is not possible, they must join the waitlist by contacting. The <Insert Association Name> retains the right to grant domestic exemptions at its sole discretion, noting parents will not be provided explanations on the status of athletes that are not their children. 
d) Athletes who fail to comply with the conditions listed above, in a reasonable timeframe, may not be eligible to trial for the State Championships program in the corresponding year.
e) Any athlete found to be trialling at multiple clubs at the same time will be asked by <Insert Association Name> to make an immediate decision regarding which club they will play at, with non-commitment to either club possibly resulting in non-selection by the <Insert Association Name>. 
Prospective junior WABL players (non-current member athletes) must: 
a) Have registered for selection trials in <insert month> (WABL) of the calendar year, with appropriate fees paid on completion of the online form. Note: Exemptions from trialling, or an alternate date of trial, may be granted at the discretion of the <Insert Association Name>.
b) Indicate they are trialling for selection in team 1 or 2 only, with a resume of basketball history emailed to email at the time of registration. If the <Insert Association Name> determines the athlete is not suitable to be trialling for team 1 or 2, they will be advised as such and not continue with the trial process.
c) Any athlete found to be trialling at multiple clubs at the same time will be asked by <Insert Association Name> to make an immediate decision regarding which club they will play at, with non-commitment to either club possibly resulting in non-selection by the <Insert Association Name>. 
Player Selection Criteria 
The <Insert Association Name> WA Basketball League squads are chosen by the <Insert Association Name> talent development co-ordinators, and the appointed lead coach of the age group, in conjunction with the corresponding age group head coaches. All selections are verified by the <Insert Association Name> CEO, GM, President or equivalent (or any personnel co-opted for the specific task of selection) prior to public release. 
To be considered for selection, athletes must: 
· Meet the stated eligibility criteria. 
· Demonstrate adherence to <Insert Player Codes of Conduct>. 
The following will also be considered (noting, this is not the only criteria, and athletes must not necessarily fulfill every point below to be selected): 
· A demonstrated ability (technical, mental, and athletic) to be competitive at WA Basketball League (WABL) level. 
· Attendance at all games and practices, as reasonably possible, as outlined by the schedule provided by coaches. 
· Current and potential physical (height, length, body composition etc) and physiological (speed, strength, power, endurance etc) characteristics. 
· A history of past performances with the <Insert Association Name>, or other equivalent teams. 
· Desire and commitment to working hard at improving technical, mental, and athletic ability. 
· Be socially compatible and display an ability to work with other members of the team towards a common goal. 
· Be highly receptive to coaching and highly co-operative within the team environment. 
· Ability to comprehend verbal and visual instruction, and the ability to execute skills and competitive play following instruction. 
Absences
a) Absences from training must be approved by the head coach of the team. Absences from the trial date must be approved by the <Insert Association Name> CEO/GM/President via the form provided prior to selection. 
b) Players may be permitted an alternate trial date if approved by the <Insert Association Name> CEO/GM/President. A decision will then be made on that athlete at the next available opportunity. 
c) All other information regarding player absences once selection has been made can be found in the appropriate information guide provided prior to trials. 
Squad Selection 
State Championships Team Selection 
a) <Insert Association Name> will appoint Lead Coaches of each age group and Head Coaches to each <Insert Association Name> team. 
b) <Insert Association Name> will conduct a non-WABL athlete trial session (one day only), at the conclusion of which, athletes may be unsuccessful in selection and not continue trialling. Successful athletes will be notified via email and proceed to the next trial sessions. 
c) <Insert Association Name> will conduct at least two further trial sessions, at the conclusion of which, athletes may be unsuccessful in selection. They will not continue to train at this point. Coaches may begin to notify athletes they were unsuccessful after the second session. 
d) Selected teams may be comprised of enough athletes up to the maximum allowed by Basketball WA. However, the <Insert Association Name> may use its own discretion to enter less teams than the maximum if it believes this is in the best interests of the Association’s strategy. 
e) Athletes with exemptions from the first trial may be added to the extended squad later as agreed to by the CEO/GM/President, but no later than two weeks prior to their set grading tournament weekend. 
Initial WABL Squad Selection 
a) <Insert Association Name> will conduct a non-WABL athlete trial session (one day only), at the conclusion of which, athletes may be unsuccessful in selection and not continue trialling. Successful athletes will be notified via email and proceed to the regular trial sessions. 
b) Following this <Insert Association Name> will conduct a trial session (at least two), which includes successful athletes from the non-WABL trial as well as WABL trialists, with a view to selecting grading teams after these trials. There will be consideration to where athletes were selected at state championships, or if a new athlete, what teams they have played in previously to help guide selection. Initial grading team selection has been fast-tracked to ensure teams can begin training as soon as possible. These selections include train-on athletes. 
c) Athletes with exemptions from the first trial may be added to the extended squad later as agreed to by the CEO/GM/President, but no later than two weeks prior to their set grading tournament weekend. 
d) Athletes who wish to join a <Insert Association Name> WABL team later than the advertised trial date (without reason) may be considered as a train-on athlete and may only be considered as a full-time playing member if their addition facilitates the creation of a new team. 
Grading Teams Selection
a) These teams will be set for the required grading weekends after the initial trials, however, are subject to change up to and including one-week post conclusion of grading for that age group. 
b) Each team will be selected based on ability (with <Insert Association Name> team 1 being the first team, and so forth). 
WABL team Selection 
a) Grading Teams are subject to change up to and including one-week post conclusion of grading for that age group. 
b) Final WABL teams will then be emailed to each parent and athlete no later than one-week post- grading. These teams will then form the WABL teams for each respective age group of that calendar year. 
Higher Level Commitments
a) Players who are in Basketball Australia programs or are scholarship holders at the Australian Centre of Excellence will give priority to these programs when they clash with <Insert Association Name> practices and games. 
b) Players who are in Basketball WA High Performance programs will give priority to these programs when they clash with <Insert Association Name> practices and games. 
c) Players who have written, paid contracts with NBL or WNBL teams must meet their contractual obligations to that team as a priority when their team commitments clash with <Insert Association Name> practices and games. 
d) Players who have written contracts with a State Basketball League program, will prioritise their WABL team ahead of their SBL commitments, unless approval is provided by the <Insert Association Name> CEO/GM/President. 
Exceptional Circumstances and Other Commitments
a) Under exceptional circumstances or circumstances not covered by these policies and procedures, the CEO may approve selection decisions that are deemed to be in the best interests of the club, squad, individual team, or an individual player. 
b) As well as this document, all athletes are also bound by the relevant code of conduct found on the <Insert Association Name> website.
